• Lavinia stamps released their first pack of 4 sticker stencils early last year & have 

subsequently released another 3 packs. These are thin plastic sticky stencil shapes that can be 

used as masks or stencils as you have the positive & negative of all 4 images. They are fabulous 

for all crafty projects & can be used with inks, sprays or paints.

Art Journaling 

Meagan has created some fabulous new art journal pages for February & March. We have introduced 

another day for her classes as they tend to book out quickly with regular students.  

“Soul whispers” is a new page using the gorgeous Darkroom door “be bold” stamp set & star border 

stamp. Meagan demonstrates how to use Mintay chalk paint & different stencils to create a stunning 

background. 

Her second magical layout is called “Just imagine” where she has used lots of beautiful Lavinia 

stamps, distress oxide sprays, stencils, gesso, Lavinia elements ink & pan pastels.

Card-making 

Tamara has been busy creating 4 fabulous “clean & simple” cards for February. It’s almost back to 

basics in this class using stencils & dies to create 4 cards that still have classic appeal. You will learn 

an inlay technique with a twist to make 2 striking cards, make a fun floating card with acetate & 

finally a lovely coloured stencil background card decorated with die-cuts & bling.  

Tamara is designing a new class for March using the Paper Rose “celebrate” collection 
 

Vanessa has created a very cute set of pet themed cards using a bright, new collection from Simple 

Stories called Pet Shoppe. In this class you create 4 cards using your choice of cat or dog themed 

papers including a pet sympathy & other general cards for animal lovers. 

Vanessa is also creating some fun cards for the young people in our lives using Uniquely creative 

teenage spirit & these will be on display soon.  
 

Chris continues teaching her lovely 5 card class using Mintay Grandma’s attic. This vintage style range 

features teal, cream & apricot floral images with butterflies, bird cages, clocks & more. We use 

stamps, embossing folders, distress crayons, stencils, embossing glaze & coloured pencils to enhance 

these lovely designs. We also create some cards with dimension including a new gatefold variation. 



Chris is also in the process of creating 3 new card sets. We do have classes scheduled for some of 

them in February, so they are not far away!! Aquarelle Dreams is a beautiful mauve & aqua range of 

papers that Vanessa has created some gorgeous scrapbook layouts with. Chris has designed 10 pretty 

cards using the 6x6 paper pad. This class can either be done in an all-day marathon session or can be 

divided into two 3 hour sessions. She will also be designing book/reading themed cards using the 

Photoplay “Notting Hill Bookstore” range and some music card using Paper Rose “Blissful afternoon 

sounds”. Keep an eye out for these cards later this month.
