Card-making  

Chris has been busy over the Christmas break & has a few new card-making classes for 2026.  

Her latest project is using the ‘Lakeside Memories’ range from Paper Rose. This set of cards feature 

earthy colours & relaxing, lakeside themes like fishing, sunsets, ducks & water lilies. We create a multi-

coloured background with 13@rts color glows & mixed media paste, a gilding flakes background & some 

interesting, shaped cards to enhance these lovely papers 
 

She will also be teaching her set of 6 cards using the 13@rts ‘Downunder’ A6 paper pad. Most of these 

cards have an Australian theme & we use lots of different techniques including gilding flakes, perfect 

pearls, Andy skinner masked stamping & some water-colouring. There are also two very simple cards 

following the Aussie theme.  
 

As promised, Chris will be teaching more of her 13@rts ‘Fantasy Land’ set of 9 cards with a matching bag 

using 6x6 paper pad. ‘Fantasy land’ is a beautiful range of papers featuring green & pink tones & whilst 

many of the cards have feminine themes, we have managed to squeeze in a few that are not too pretty. 

Techniques used for this lovely set include mica spray, water colouring, gel press background & some 

layered distress stamping. We also create some different shapes including a two-pocket card, concertina 

window & an ombre window card. We decorate our bag using stencilled texture paste, color glow spritz & 

acrylic ink. This class can be done in one day session or split into two. Both options are listed below.
